If the date code has a dot beside the single 

digit number, it is a 40’s bottle. If there is 

no dot, it is a 30’s bottle.  The charts and 

information come from a 2004 Bottles and 

Extras Magazine. The article “The Dating 

Game” was written by Bill Lockhart.  I 

suggest you search the internet for this well 

written and very informative article..   
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The above bottles are owned by Joel Sanderford.  Joel joined RBC a 

few months ago and every month he brings some interesting bottles to 

show and tell.  The Lash’s Bitters is not an extremely rare bottle but it 

is pretty hard to find with the label still attached.  For those people 

that collect large bottles, this quart High Rock Ginger Ale is a nice 

find.  Pull out some of your recent finds and bring them along to the 

next meeting. Don’t let the new guy on the block show you up.  
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A few years ago I attended a FOHBC national convention in Memphis, Tennessee.   I saw two
