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At the April meeting Jerry Higgins introduced the RBC to 

a relatively unknown and quite unique collectible 

category, the Art Deco crown top soda bottle. Until his 

presentation I had little or no idea what an 'art deco' bottle 

was and I am sure I wasn't the only one.  

     The art deco crown top sodas came into use around 

1920 taking the place of the straight sided sodas and 

remained in use until about 1930. All of the bottles are 

highly embossed and some have unique design patterns to 

make them stand out from other soda bottles of the time. 

Like all other collector categories there are some very 

rare and highly collectible art deco sodas.  The art deco 

design faded out with the introduction of the ACL 

(applied color label) bottle. All of a sudden it became 

easier to produce a unique, and much cheaper, bottle 

design by using the applied color label. 

     The Art Deco movement had a profound influence on 

almost every facet of life during the twenties and early 

thirties. To learn more about Art Deco go to GOOGLE, 

type in  wikipedia. Enter "art deco" in the search box. 

When the response comes back to your screen click on 

the very first article and you will get a real education on 

"ART DECO".  If you are searching for a new and 

unusual type bottle to collect, Art Deco  might be just 

what you are looking for.

TIP-A-TILTON soda is a much sought after art deco bottle 

due to its great design. The front is embossed with a woman 

and child having a picnic. The reverse shows a man holding a 

bottle, trees, and the front of an old automobile. The words 

'Snappy Drink' are embossed on the base.  Tip-A-Tilton was 

bottled in San Pedro, California. 
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Man's Size soda is considered the crown prince of Art 

Deco bottles. The bottle is embossed with a heavy set 

man drinking a bottle of soda. The bottle in the man's 

hand has the same identical embossing. This unusual 

bottle was produced in Athens, Alabama 
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Mickey Mouse soda is considered to be the king of Art Deco sodas with 

Mickey and Minnie Mouse embossed on the bottle. This bottle was pulled 

from production because the bottler did not have permission from Disney 

to use the popular design.  A Mickey Mouse bottle like this sold a few 

years ago on Ebay for $1200.00. 

 

The very rare, 1910, one gallon, left handed, 

Pepsi fountain syrup jug was shown by Pepsi 

Guru, Donnie Medlin. Another super find for 

Donnie.
