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You are looking at an extremely rare set of PINE STATE CREAMERY CO. baby 

bottles in their original box.  Sets like this were given out by milk men to new 

mothers on their route.  Finding the single bottles is a tough task.  Finding a mint 

set of five will take you a long time and a lot of cash. This set is owned by Whit 

Stallings. 
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This nice bottle mold was a great 

addition to ‘Show and Tell’.  

Robby Delius has owned this 

mold for years and has just 

recently found the matching 

bottle.  This mold body had two 

joining pieces, a neck ring that 

attached on the top to form the 

bottle top and a bottom plate that 

attached in the indented area at 

the bottom of the mold body and 

formed the bottle bottom.  The 

body, neck ring, and bottom plate 

were all tooled separately and 

joined together at the end of the 

mold making process.  The glass 

blob was fed in from the top and 

air was blown in to push the 

glass, like a balloon, to the mold 

wall forming the bottle.  

 

 The mold cavity contained air 

prior to adding the glass blob. Air 

vents had to be drilled in the 

mold body to provide an escape 

for the air and allow the glass to 

form smoothly against the mold 

surface.  If you ‘zoom in’ on the 

top picture you can see the tiny 

holes used to vent air from the 

mold cavity.  

 As a collector you know the 

same type of bottle often has 

different information on the 

bottom.  The ability to change out 

the bottom plate and neck ring 

allowed a large number of bottles 

to be produced from the same 

mold body.  The neck ring and 

bottom plate were changed as 

needed.
