These jugs were all 

distributed by different companies that sold O.L. Gregory vinegar.  The store 

name often appeared on the reverse side and the product manufacturer's name 

appeared on the front. 

These are the only two jugs that are 

not part of the O.L. GREGORY 

Company.  The one on the left is a 

'JONES BROS. AND CO' jug.   The 

one on the right is a 'HERSCH BROS. 

AND CO.' jug.      

The two jugs on the left are from the 

LEO VINEGAR COMPANY.  LEO 

VINEGAR was purchased by O.L. 

Gregory and the name was quickly 

changed to reflect the new owner. The 

small jug on the right is a very early

from the Oklahoma Vinegar Company.  O.L. Gregory later purchased the Oklahoma Vinegar Company.   

I guess Mr. Gregory just didn't like those tall glasses.  

These are modern mini jugs manufactured in 1998, 1999 and 2000 for the 

Knoxville Tennessee Show.  There were only 24 of each size made so these are 

highly collectible.
